The trio, comprised of Donwill and Ilyas of Cincinnati and Von Pea of Brooklyn, has been collaborating long distance since 2003. Brooklynati is a climactic project, representative of the unique hip-hop Americana sound Tanya Morgan have been perfecting since their inception. Pronouncing their departure from the world they have outgrown, Tanya Morgan invites us into their new home, Brooklynati, where authenticity is embraced and creativity is encouraged. Miles away from the watered-down hype of auto-tune, the glam of Hollywood, big bank accounts, and even larger cars, Tanya Morgan found that they had to create a virtual world to create a realistic setting for their music. 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track, "On Our Way," an upbeat rhythmic joint, explains the impetus behind the Brooklynati concept concisely when Ilyas says, "the box they put us in ain't big enough for me to grow." The first single, "So Damn Down" has a mellow groove and declares that the grass isn't always greener on the other side, sometimes it's simply different. "Without U," featuring the soulful vocals of Phonte of Little Brother, describes an experience uniquely human - heartache. Even through their thread of interludes, Tanya Morgan welcomes us.  Allowing us to witness moving day, breaking news, community events, and a celebration of Brooklynati's one-hit-wonder legend, Hardcore Gentlemen, Brooklynati pulls you in and makes you feel like an old family friend. 

After listening to the album you will most certainly want to alter your citizenship status and through Interdependent Media's interactive marketing campaign, you can do just that. Familiarize yourself with the lay of the land and subway routes, eat at your favorite take-out spot, and even obtain a library card and driver's license. Brooklynati is more than just an album. It is the intersection where virtual reality becomes reality and Tanya Morgan have given you an open invitation to the experience. Will you join us?
