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During the past decade the “DJ / turntablist” has gained even more notoriety and popularity. One “DJ” at the forefront of this movement is DJ JS-1. As a member of the world famous Rock Steady Crew, partner with Rahzel (the world's #1 beatboxer), and occasional tour DJ for KRS-ONE, JS-1 has toured the planet doing over 1,000 shows in more than 32 countries and hundreds of cities. Starting in the late 80's and honing his craft throughout the 90's, JS-1 has been one of the hardest-working hip-hop “djays” around. From his earlier tracks on the “Return of the DJ” series in the mid 90's, to his countless classic mixtapes, top-selling break records like Scratch Roulette, several 12” singles, 3 full length solo albums, producing a Sadat X solo album, and tons of guest appearances, DJ JS-1 has stayed relevant and busy. In between producing all these projects and constantly touring, JS-1 has also been on television many times. His first major appearances coming in 1999 on MTV Jams and MTV's Millenium Party in Times Square lead to other opportunities like being on BET's Rap City for a week, appearing on MTV MADE in 2008, and a showcase and interview on REGIS & KELLY Live morning show. DJ JS-1 has also been on numerous over-seas television shows and even appeared in commercials for BET, TNN, and the NFL (2009). Known for his live scratching sets, scratching with his foot, and underground hip hop productions, JS has also done several corporate gigs, djay-ing or producing music for Bacardi, Activision Games (Tony Hawk), Mossimo, Kool Cigarettes, Benson N Hedges, Redbull, Heineken, Adidas, Gene Simmons (KISS), Video Game Awards, ABC/Disney, HBO, and many others. Many of these appearances and albums have lead to interviews and reviews in major publications like Source Magazine, XXL magazine, Urb magazine, Rolling Stone magazine, Fader magazine, and more. The several 12” singles and albums JS-1 has produced have separated him from most of the other “turntablists” in the world who do not produce their own music. 

DJ JS-1 has worked with Common, Will Smith & Jazzy Jeff, Immortal Technique, KRS-one, Big Daddy Kane, Dilated Peoples, Kool G Rap, Masta Ace, Pharoahe Monch, Planet Asia, Rahzel, OC, Ill Bill, Royce Da 5'9”, Akrobatik, J-Live, AG, Chino XL, Sean Price, Buckshot, Sadat X, Brand Nubians, Kool Keith, Canibus, Vinnie Paz of Jedi Mind Tricks, Percee P, Large Professor, Tonedeff, Special Ed, Das Efx, Big Noyd, Blaq Poet, Craig G, CL Smooth, Brother Ali, Krondon, C Rayz Walz, Vast Aire, Aesop Rock, Infamous Mobb, Wordsworth, Termanology, Killah Priest, Jeru Da Damaja, Supernatural, PMD, Casual, Pep Luv, Tragedy, to name more than a few.  The past decade of constant touring has put DJ JS-1 on stage performing with or opening for 50 Cent, RUN DMC, Maroon 5, Wu Tang Clan, EPMD, The Roots, Busta Rhymes, Talib Kweli, Redman & Methodman, Y-Clef, OAR, Dashboard Confessional, Snoop Dogg, All American Rejects, Mike Patton, Dj Qbert, The Beatnuts, DJ Cash Money, Mixmaster Mike, Jurassic 5, Roni Size, X-ecutioners, Z-Trip, Dj Craze, Afrika Bambaataa, KRS-one, Soulive, DJ Premier, Rakim, Ghostface, DITC, Brand Nubians, Dilated Peoples, Dj Atrak, Common, Erykah Badu, Dj Muggs, Supernatural, Doug E Fresh, Scratch Perverts, Funkmaster Flex, Sugar Ray, Orgy,  Eve 6, Train, The Shins, Black Violin, Fat Joe, Ben Harper, John Legend, De La Soul, George Clinton & Parliament Funkadelic, Choclair, Ugly Duckling, Grandmaster Flash, Tony Touch, Evil D, Guru, The Ataris, Big Daddy Kane, Naughty By Nature, Lupe Fiasco, Lil Jon, Ludacris, and tons more.

Besides being one of the busiest “djay/turntablists” around, DJ JS-1 has also been a prominent graffiti writer, doing hundreds of “pieces” at all the major hall of fames. Realizing his artistic talent as a graff-writer in the late 80's, JS a.k.a. “JERMS” (graffiti name), has been featured in most of the popular graffiti magazines around the world (like “Can Control”), and his graff has appeared in major music videos. Overall, it is obvious that DJ JS-1 keeps himself very busy between creating and producing new albums, break records, and touring around the [image: image2.png]


globe. With his new album, “NO SELLOUT” dropping in June of 2009, it sure to be another few years of heavy touring, interviews, and DJ JS-1 doing whatever he can to preserve the art of traditional hip hop music!!!
“NO SELLOUT”(Ground Original 2) is the second installment to DJ JS-1's first album, Ground Original. The first album sold well and since then, JS-1 has gained numerous fans through touring and other projects he has released. This new album, “NO SELLOUT” features several rappers ranging from old school legends to new school heavy-weights to new, up-n-coming rappers. Anyone who likes hip hop music will like at least a few of the guests and songs on this album. There is a mixture of styles, from the straight hardcore, underground sound to the indie rock/rap sound that you might find on a La Coka Nostra, Non-Phixion, Jedi Mind Tricks project. There is multiple collaborations among artists who have never worked together before or should have worked together again, and a feature from Ultramagnetic Mc's who have never done a feature on anyone's album before. The over 40 guest appearances and different styles of underground hip hop are sure to help sell this album to fans of real hip hop music. It would be hard to find a more impressive line-up on any “djays” solo album.  DJ JS-1 will also be touring steadily over the next few years to promote his albums. His touring takes him through most of the US, Europe, Canada, parts of Asia and Australia!
