      Jewels In My Backpack

Delicious Vinyl proudly announces the release of Jewels In My Backpack, a new six song EP by hip hop A-gamer Frank Nitt. Collecting last year's bubbly Terrace Martin-helmed single "L.O.V.E." and its flipside "Hollyhood", Jewels features Frank flowing over four additional new Terrace Martin produced tracks. The pairing of Detroit native Nitt with L.A.'s most accomplished young producer Martin (Snoop Dogg's Blue Carpet Treatment) creates a potent hip-hop hybrid. The music is strong, the lyricism real, wry and raw, taking listeners from East Side Detroit to L.A.'s Crenshaw & Slauson 'hood and all the way up the Hollywood Hills. And like many memorable moments in music, this one seems especially fated.
Frank Nitt first came to Los Angeles in 1996, when Delicious Vinyl founder Michael "Mike Floss" Ross flew James "Jay Dee" Yancey (a.k.a. J Dilla) out for some production work. As Frank explains: "I was Dilla's right hand man, so he brought me along. Mike Floss drove us around in a new Lexus. It was all a dream world to me! I didn't have any records out at the time, I was just Dilla's homey, so I was a fly on the wall and able to learn a lot, see bigger studios." 
Frank went then off into the world to find success as half of the rugged Detroit duo Frank -N-Dank. But in 2009 Delicious Vinyl released Yancey Boys, the hit underground album by Illa J, younger brother of J Dilla. Frank returned to L.A. to hang with Illa, and again ran into Mike Floss. "I'd never approached Mike about music until he put out Illa J's album on Delicious," says Frank. "Floss did me the solid of listening to what Terrace and I were doing. He didn't have to! I feel blessed to be on Delicious Vinyl. Delicious is one of the great labels in rap history. They put out records when they want to, as opposed to companies that have to put out records."
Jewels In My Backpack slots-in well on the label known for classic releases from Tone Loc and The Pharcyde. "Zoned Out" is a true boomer, featuring a bluesy, churched-out organ and a coruscating lead verse from Kurupt of West Coast legends The Dogg Pound. As Kurupt ad-libs in the intro: "This ain't got nothing to do with the industry, this MC shit!" Frank explains how they linked up: "Kurupt had done a record with Slum Village so it wasn't like the Detroit thing is foreign to him. Me, I always loved the Dogg Pound's Dogg Food album. He told me: 'I appreciate you can rhyme for real!' Kurupt didn't want to do a fluff record. He wanted to RAP. " The result speaks for itself.
"Psychedelic Freaky Girls" is a technicolor steamer trunk of a track, bursting with Terrace Martin's musicality and the randy croon of J. Black, as Frank gets his international mack on: "Got a broad everywhere/ Japan to Iran/ and I ran a couple broads on the coast of Saipan/ or was it Taiwan? / Maybe in Saigon/ I'ma shine no matter what continent I'm on!" The lovingly comic lyric, based in 

Frank's own touring experiences, has a twist. "My experience is very global, I been to ninety percent of these places," says Frank. "But it's not just about a worldly approach to mackin', it's about reaching back to the dudes I grew up with, letting them know you can get out in the world."
For now Frank Nitt is making his home in Los Angeles. "In America there's two places to go to make it jump off: New York or L.A.," Frank says. "L.A. is more like Detroit, it's spread out, cars, just with much better weather! Being here is me trying to transcend. Frank-N-Dank been putting out records since 1998, but I'm still new as the artist Frank Nitt. To me music is life experience. It ain't gotta be preachy, but say something interesting. At the core there's got to be some truth in it. So people can listen and take something from it."
