Fresh off the success of the PANIC EP and debut album Space Music, Dyme Def releases their second full-length project SEX TAPE, a collaboration with the provocative clothing company Two In The Shirt (T.I.T.S. Brand) and 800LB.

Sex Tape is a departure from the Dyme Def that many underground consumers have been accustom to. The group has adopted a more grown up sound to accompany the nature of this collaboration. “They came down from outer space and had to get their grown man shit on,” says T.I.T.S. Brand Owner Marek Grubel. 

The trio consists of rappers Fearce, SEV and Brainstorm who have built an incredible following based off of their success with mixtapes and EPs. They came together in 1999 and juggled high school, part-time jobs and their dreams, booking their own gigs and competing in local Battle of the Bands and beat battles. Dyme Def began to make noise in their native Seattle, throughout hip hop blogs and nationwide publications including being featured as The Source as May 2008’s Unsigned Hype.

The critical acclaim received for Dyme Def’s previous efforts, most importantly Space Music, has positioned the three MCs to make their next move into the mainstream. “Any career progression is to make it into the mainstream,” says Grubel “they don’t want to be labeled as strictly underground because they have the talent and sound that will crossover and reach millions.” 

“The Panic EP was our first themed project, where we were talking about the economy, and we wanted to do another one,” says Fearce of Dyme Def, “this time we wanted to lighten it up and talk about sex.”

The collaboration with T.I.T.S. Brand was a natural one, as both parties are based out of Seattle and are a major presence in a rapidly developing entertainment scene. “We have always been fans of their music,” says Marek Grubel, “when the opportunity to collaborate on this project came up we jumped on it.” T.I.T.S. was eager to participate after the huge success of "Fresher In My Kicks" collab tee, based off of Dyme Def’s hit single of the same name, which was released four seasons prior. “We use their songs in our promo videos, and we always get fans hitting us up asking who the artist is, so this album is the next step in a natural progression,” says Grubel.

The Sex Tape project consists of eleven sexually charged tracks featuring production from Brainstorm, BeanOne, Tryfe and Tha Bizness. Each track corresponds with equally racy tee shirts brought to you by T.I.T.S. Brand, released as the singles drop. The shirts are in T.I.T.S. signature fashion, boasting designs centered around nearly nude models and playful concepts. “As with T.I.T.S. Brand appeal, this is an extremely visual collaboration,” says 800LB founder Josh Berman, “so look forward to a lot of stimulating video content.”
