It is fitting that former heavyweight champion boxer Mike Tyson appeared in the video for Canibus’ “Second Round K.O.” Both men possess a brute earnestness and world-weary sincerity, and the expansive gap between their “rise” and “fall” has allowed each to be truly honest in regards to their status as individuals and celebrities. Tyson once said of Canibus to the New York Times: “He’s so intelligent, that’s the reason I like him. He’s fresh, he’s new, and his delivery is perfect. He never makes mistakes.”

In the realm of emceeing, perhaps, but in life, Canibus did make mistakes. And like Tyson, the circumstances surrounding these experiences have removed any affectation, allowing him to freely express himself however he wishes. In truly knowing the self and the spectrum of success and failure, clarity and serenity have emerged, which brings us to the present day and The ‘C’ Of Tranquility. 

“Sometimes life will beat you down just to remind you that you’re alive,” Canibus says at the start of a 2009 interview with Conspiracy Worldwide Hip-Hop Radio. “There’s no better time than the present than to try and actualize your dreams,” something the Kingston, Jamaica native has sought since he began rapping in the early ‘90s. The upstart made a name for himself in legendary lyrical battles with Wu-Tang Clan and the Def Squad before releasing his highly anticipated solo debut, Can-I-Bus, in 1998. Can-I-Bus debuted at #2 behind Lauryn Hill’s The Miseducation Of Lauryn Hill and went on to sell more than 500,000 copies in its first year of release. In 2000, he held a supporting role as “Mo Blak,” a member of the militant Mau Maus crew in the Spike Lee satire, Bamboozled. The year also brought 2000 B.C., the follow-up to the gold-selling Can-I-Bus which featured the first collaboration of The Four Horsemen, a rap supergroup consisting of Canibus, Ras Kass, Kurupt, and Wu-Tang’s Killah Priest. The Horsemen Project—a rough collection of demos and outtakes originally recorded in 2001—would be released in 2003.  More recently, this year in fact, Canibus’ Melatonin Magik charted at #91 on the Hip Hop Billboard charts in its first week.  The single, “Airstrike”, hit the internet with a fury reaching over 1 million downloads in its first week!

Throughout his career, Canibus has received high praise for his lyrical innovation and prowess, which is matched on The ‘C’ Of Tranquility with production from a roster of top-flight producers including DJ Premier, Jake One, Scram Jones, Tha Bizness, J-Zone, and Slopfunkdust. With this, his tenth studio album, he proves to be a talent whose ability has not suffered through intense battles with platinum artists, service in the United States Army, and being trumpeted—prematurely, perhaps—by fans and critics as hip-hop’s next Great One. He has been both a rising star and a fallen soldier, but above all, Canibus has shown growth. Learning the realities of the business of music, and also that hip-hop was bigger than bars, battle raps, and being “the next,” he eventually grew into the artist—and man—he is today, evolving from a lyricist focused solely on his art, to one with an inspired sense of community and accountability, and a better understanding of the importance of hip-hop as a global movement for change.  Canibus is actively touring internationally and recently traveled to Johannesburg, South Africa for the first time where 2000 anxious fans came from far and wide for the opportunity to see his legend in the flesh.
