Rashia Fisher has made a career of defying convention. The New Jersey native was a “college dropout” before it was a selling point, quitting school in the late ‘90s after receiving a scholarship to New Jersey Institute of Technology. This wasn’t something she wanted to do; it was something she needed to do. Since Rashia was young a nagging undercurrent of musical ambition had accompanied her academic pursuits. Digga had to scratch the itch.

Dedicating herself whole-heartedly to the art of rhyme, she dove into the thriving New York battle-rap scene of the mid-1990s. During this renaissance of hip-hop, raw talent was celebrated above all else and Rah Digga had it in spades, storming the convention with unrelenting punch lines that floored her male counterparts at hot spots like the legendary Lyricist Lounge at SOB’s.  It’s worth mentioning that, at this point, she was eight months pregnant.

Using her honor roll command of language to systematically dismantle the competition, she eventually acquired a reputation that caught the attention of Q-Tip, the outspoken member of A Tribe Called Quest, who introduced her to Busta Rhymes. This was the tipping point. Busta immediately recognized what he saw in the MC: the unmistakable spark of talent that he would stoke to full-fledged artistry. Digga became the First Lady of Busta’s Flipmode Squad and immediately made huge career strides with verses on the Platinum-selling Fugees debut The Score and Gold-certified appearances on The Flipmode Squad’s LP The Imperial and DJ Clue’s The Professional 2. 

With this momentum, Rah Digga released her debut LP, Dirty Harriet to critical acclaim in early 2000. At the height of the shiny-suit era, the album went Gold, selling nearly 400,000 copies domestically and another 321,000 worldwide. The album reached #18 on the Billboard 200 albums chart based on Digga’s passionate flow, distinct wordplay, and little else.

That was 10 years ago; Dirty Harriet was just the beginning. During the last decade Digga raised her child, clocked a few more Gold-selling guest-verses, explored the realm of major motion pictures (2001’s 13 Ghosts), and even landed some modeling appearances, but nothing could extinguish the same creative urge that prompted her departure from academia. Rashia needed to rap, and she continued to record despite the label politics that relegated her pseudo-sophomore effort, Everything Is A Story, to a dark shelf at J Records in 2004.

Since then, Digga linked back up with Dirty Harriet producer Nottz to compose the instrumentals for an entirely new album, saying “people just want their Dirty Harriet back, what better way to give it to them than with the producer that I worked with to create the original?”

The result is her new album, entitled Classic, and it’s a refreshing, lyrical change of pace in an industry where a female rapper’s album sales are often inversely relative to the amount of clothing she wears. She asserts, "I'm not a gimmick; I wasn't created by a label. I am a natural born talent that broke into the industry based on my ability to rhyme and that's what people will always expect from me."

Truer words were never spoken.
