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Winter, 1986: Ace Reporter (aka Chris Snyder), age 4, sees Itzhak Perlman playing violin on Sesame Street, points at the television, and says, "I want to be like him." Two months later, he starts Suzuki violin lessons and begins the long, steady dive into the classical canon.

Spring, 1992: Chris gets his first gig as a singer as the boy soprano on the soundtrack for The Crow. Over the next several years, his treble voice will appear in dozens of movies, television shows, and commercials. Highlights: meeting John Williams during tracking for Sleepers, meeting Danny Elfman during tracking for a Nissan commercial, and doing the vocals for the 1996 Olympic theme.

Summer, 1996: Chris gets his first electric guitar. Proceeds to learn the part to every U2 song ever written.

Summer, 2000: Chris writes and records his first recordings on a Tascam four track tape recorder in his garage in Los Angeles.

Fall, 2002: In the basement of his Harvard dorm, Chris and two friends start a band called The States.

Summer, 2004: The States move to New York City.

Winter, 2009: Seven years, three records, and 300 shows later, the band members go their separate ways. At this point, Chris hasn't written a new song since the band's last record started production -- over a year ago.

January, 2010: Not intending to start a band, Chris embarks on the threesixfive project to write/record/post a new song every day for all of 2010. Ace Reporter is born.
