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Neek The Exotic & Large Professor
Still On The Hustle

Though their career paths have always intertwined, Neek the Exotic and Large Professor’s Still on the Hustle marks the first true collaboration in both legends’ long, eclectic oeuvre.  What began as a casual exchange of verses and beats quickly became a full-fledged enterprise for the two lifelong friends; throughout the writing process, Neek and Large's Queens-bred bloodline catalyzed an instant, almost familial chemistry that left plenty of room for both artists' defiantly individualistic approach.

Already producing for Eric B & Rakim by age 17, Large Professor made his impact on hip-hop history before even graduating high school. He earned his place in the pantheon of hip-hop heavyweights by founding Main Source, whose Breaking Atoms LP is hailed by Allmusic as "one of the quintessential cult classics in hip-hop history." Although his production credits on Nas' Illmatic and Kool G Rap's Wanted Dead or Alive fanned the flames of Large Pro's reputation, it wasn't until he joined forces with Neek the Exotic on 1992's "White Men Can't Jump" soundtrack that both artists were launched into the global spotlight. Neek's muscular wordplay and narrative flair proved the perfect complement to Large Professor, whose jazzy, sample-heavy songcraft kickstarted DJ Premier's exploration of SP-1200 drum sampling and, in 2010, invited About.com to rank him #5 on its Top 50 Hip-Hop Producers list.

 The remainder of the 90's and 2000's saw the two producer/MC's cementing their legacy in collaborations with Pete Rock, CL Smooth, Busta Rhymes, Masta Ace, The X-Ecutioners, Tragedy Khadafi, Big Daddy Kane, Mobb Deep, and many more. Although Neek the Exotic’s discography is filled with several collaborative efforts, he made his solo debut in 2003 with Exotic’s Raw, a vinyl-only release that boasted production from J.Love, Large Professor, and Big Grudge. 

[image: image2.jpg]Still on the Hustle, a culmination of ten years in utero, stands testament to the rich history, personal battles, and against-all-odds accomplishments that mark both men’s road to recording this soon-to-be classic album. The title track “Still on the Hustle” kickstarts the album with a vintage boom-bap banger that underscores Neek’s streetwise storytelling with Large’s trademark turntablism and bass-heavy hooks. Bookended with “Toast Tonight”, the album ends on a note of soulful optimism driven by Fortune’s smooth, heartfelt falsetto and Satchel Page’s clean, percussive cadences. The album features production from Large Pro, Lord Finesse, Marco Polo, and Carnage and guest appearances from Joell Ortiz and Satchel Page and will be released on May 17th via Fat Beats Records / Distrolord Inc.
