One of the greatest success stories in Houston hip-hop, John Dew was born Andrew John DeWalt on September 1, 1982, in Houston, Texas. He was the second of four children, growing up in a single parent home.  John Dew’s father left the family when John Dew was only 3 years old. The young rapper was raised by his mother, Linda Joseph, on a gang and drug-infested southwest side of Houston.

During a rough adolescence, that included excessive relocating and attending 7 different schools as a child, John Dew learned to hustle and boosted merchandise from electronics to clothing. Dew turned to rap at a very young age as an escape from the drugs, violence and poverty that surrounded him on the south side of Houston. In 1997, he attended Elkins High School in Missouri City, Houston, where he honed his craft of rapping and joined the rap group Mo-City Untouchables—to record their version of what was the then popular DJ Screw: Grey Tapes. It was at this point that Andrew DeWalt embraced the nickname John Dew, which paid homage to his family’s name, using the middle name he shares with his closest uncle, John, and a reference to the first three letters of his last name, Dew. Though he now had a stage name, John Dew remained relatively anonymous until he and two friends, Ryan “HashBrown” Rayford and Bruce “Hollywood Floss” Jones, founded their own rap conglomerate, The Houston Elite M.C.’s (T.H.E.M.), in 2005. 

John Dew’s success began to take serious flight while attending Prairie View A&M University with the release of his first mix tape entitled DJ Mr. Rogers Presents: Skool Daze (2005).  Soon after he and his newly formed group The Council released Black Bleach (2006) which garnered street success , then later releasing a conglomerate Project entitled, T.H.E.M. x Tipping Point Shoes Store Mixtape (2007), which earned him a spot as one of Houston’s most definitive rappers. 

In 2008 he began creating one of the biggest independent Hip Hop promotional companies, The One Mic Houston Concert Series, Houston has ever seen attracting act such as Talib Kweli, Raekwon, Blu, and J’Davey as headliners. The design of the company was to provide a large platform for up and coming artist such as himself to display their music and serve as an artist development program, teaching artist the many different facets of promoting themselves.

In June of 2009, John Dew released his debut solo album EP, Summertime Johnny. John Dew's most acclaimed album of his catalog, which would later be named by many music critics' as his most affluent album to date. Followed by a second installment of the series Summertime Johnny v1.9 in 2011. With TechNASA now at the center of his attention he is ready to once again show the world how he can change the landscape of music from a Houstonian perspective.  John Dew recently linked up with long time mentor and friend DJ Cozmos a.k.a. King Coz to release this newest project. With a fresh new cosmic sound, John Dew is ready to Take Earth Children Higher by Navigating Audio Sonic Amplifications (TechNASA). Lift off into a new state of mind.
