To understand DaVinci, one must first understand San Francisco’s historic Fillmore District.  Better known to residents as ‘The Moe’, the area has bred more rappers per capita than any other district in San Francisco, and is on par with Bay Area hip-hop hotbeds Vallejo and Oakland.  Although the older generations recall its rich musical history rooted in jazz music, during an era in which Duke Ellington coined it ‘The Harlem of the West’, and then its more recent descent during the 80s and 90s crack era--rife with drugs and turf wars--the Fillmore of the past decade has been drastically transformed by widespread gentrification. 


This is the history that has been personified in DaVinci, an emcee deemed by many as one of the torchbearers of a small but growing class of talent bringing new hope for the Bay Area on a national stage.  With a penchant for poignant sociological commentary, balanced with street-corner savvy, his music communicates the duality of his surroundings.

Since dropping his debut album, The Day The Turf Stood Still, last year, DaVinci's rise has been a meteoric one, with the SF rapper becoming one of the first from his city to be featured at the A3C, CMJ, and SXSW Music Festivals with multiple showcases. The album earned DaVinci a coveted spot on 106.1 KMEL’s inaugural Bay Area’s Freshman 10 of 2010, and a guest appearance on DJ Muggs’ Shade45 radio show ”Soul Assassins Radio: The West Wing,” along with a litany of stellar coverage from the likes of Pitchfork, The FADER, HipHopDX.com, PrefixMag.com, Ozone Magazine, Wax Poetics, XLR8R Magazine, SF Weekly, East Bay Express, The New York Times' Bay Citizen. Soon to come is another SWTBRDS release this summer, the Feast or Famine EP, followed by his much-anticipated sophomore release The Moena Lisa.
