Despite a lack of statistical evidence, the show and prove factor for Southern rappers weighs heavily in the Coast-favoring nature of Hip-Hop. While some of the most prolific emcees were bred below the Mason-Dixon Line, it’s still an uphill climb to achieve lyrical street cred. Houston, Texas has a rich history of rappers who put on for their city, and Hollywood Floss is geared to be next in line in that tradition.

The name Hollywood Floss might be a glaring discrepancy in the Houston native’s moniker, but Floss readily clears that up. “I lived in a crack-infested neighborhood, but right on the edge with both my parents,” he explains. “They were able to afford more than everyone, so if everyone else got one pair of Jordans I maybe got two pair.” He was immediately described as “flossin’” and at first was called Flossy B (B for Bruce, his government name). That evolved into Floss with Hollywood tacked on to evoke a “living bigger than life” lifestyle. Hollywood Floss loves shocking people with his intricate wordplay, as most would assume he’s a “cars and chains” rapper given the name. “A lot of blogs told me they wouldn’t cover me because of my name,” he says. “2008-2009 was a clusterfuck of ying-yanging and flossing. I like shocking people with my music.” His style is also not immediately recognizable as Houston, often being pegged as an L.A. rapper given the Hollywood. “When you hear my music you hear me and what I’ve been through,” Floss says.

Starting out, Hip-Hop for Hollywood Floss was a family affair. “All of my older cousins were in it,” he recalls. “So it was a way of bonding with them.” Mimicking his cousins’ actions on the mic, he began to hone his own skills to show them at a later time. His family took notice and they formed a group called World Wide Web; the “Web” being an acronym for West End Boys, a nod to their neighborhood in Houston. After a while, Floss began to seek creative freedom. “I was getting lost in translation in the group,” he admits. 

He taught himself how to make beats and consistently better his microphone presence, and by the end of 2007 was ready to mark his territory. 2008’s The Art Or Fiscal Intelligence was the turning point in Hollywood Floss’ creative career, as it brought forth a solo wordsmith in Floss who chose to look beyond the Screw-saturated capital he resided in musically.

Once word got out about Floss, he began to take his show on the road. Joining festivals and promoting to blogs were the way to go, gaining love from high profile blogs like Rap Radar and 2DopeBoyz while working the festival circuit at places like A3C and SXSW.
While his career was building highlights, Hollywood Floss’ personal life was enduring its fair share of turmoil, as family stole and abused drugs right under his eyes. (“I was numb to it by then, Aunts and Uncles were on drugs since I was born.”) However, losing family members (including one cousin from 

his former group) took its toll on him. “One thing that did hit home was when my cousin shot himself while he was on PCP,” he admits. “We saw the changes and that was one of the main people I modeled myself after. That’s the main reason why I don’t smoke or do drugs.” Floss turned those tragedies into triumph by focusing on his music, touching on them in his latest project One Fan At a Time.
“No matter what it is, I’m building the foundation for the future – one fan at a time,” he says on the nature of the album’s title. Floss has embarked on a campaign, reaching fans personally with his album or a t-shirt, even a Twitter response, gaining notoriety through his intimate interactions with his swelling fanbase.

The emcee cites two tracks as his favorites: “Home”, which he describes as “an introspective track that talks about a man who thinks he’s invincible” and “Contact High” with rapper on the rise, Jackie Chain. “I don’t smoke but [Jackie Chain] does, so it draws the comparisons between one person who smokes and one who doesn’t,” Floss explains.

As Hollywood Floss continues to spread his positive yet lyrically sharp music to the masses, he turns to legends like Andre3000, Nas, Prince and Sade as his influences. “They keep their artistry at a high level, and that’s what I came here to do,” he says. 

Winning one fan at a time, Hollywood Floss aims to bring them the most unique experience possible. “Why not give the world the first Hollywood Floss instead of the third or fourth Drake?”
