Being a former member of the highly respected and recently disbanded hip-hop group Little Brother, Rapper Big Pooh has seen how much hip-hop and the business of music has changed over the years. Having ridden the music industry roller coaster since 2003 when Little Brother received critical acclaim as indie darlings, to getting a taste of the major label politics when they signed with Atlantic Records, to reverting back to being indie and then amicably disbanding the group, Pooh's been around the block. Undeterred, Pooh, who by nature doesn't sweat the small stuff, continues to push forth and do what he does best; work diligently to create new music, expand on his sound as a solo artist, and connect with his ever-growing fan base. 

[image: image2.jpg]On his newest solo project, Dirty Pretty Things, via his own For Members Only label, Pooh strips away the smoke and mirrors and gives it to you raw. On the opening track, “Interdependent,” Pooh touches on central themes that haunt the album, such as his uncertainty of what the future holds, while simultaneously shutting down fresh-mouthed eThugs and “fan-critics” who hide behind avatars with lyrics such as “sending beats to the grave, mortician / go hard or go home, I ain’t got a pension” and “here for the fight of life, time to knuckle up / I’m Tracy Chapman’s fast far, better buckle up.” Other songs find Pooh stunting about making money as an indie artist, not despite it, trying to do right by his lady, aspiring to be free in order to have choices in life, and chronicling the high stakes of street life. 
As Little Brother, Phonte and Pooh were always praised for being candid, but on this album, Pooh goes the distance with the track “Real Love,” in which he reveals his tumultuous relationship with his incarcerated older brother. Singer Focus… complements the painfully honest and sincere track by skillfully flipping the hook of Mary J Blige’s song of the same name. 
Clocking in at an efficient 14 tracks (+3 bonus track for iTunes users), Pooh lets new and old fans in to his world as an experienced independent artist forging ahead in the murky waters of the turbulent rap game the best way he knows how: by making solid music.
