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“I got leaky faucets and empty closets, but Ima do my thing regardless.” On 2012’s Rigmarole, the long awaited solo follow up to 2001’s “Ascension”, Pep Love speaks what is on the mind of the people in these tumultuous times. Known to hip-hop heads, artists and critics alike as the rapper with the greatest breath control in hip-hop history, Pep’s flow is unmatched both live and on-stage, where he weaves crystalline verses expressing his love for the purity of real hip hop. 

Rigmarole understands the long road of the grind, lyrically connecting to the heartstrings of anyone who tires to maintain some sense of honor and what is right, while also struggling to make rent each month, in a world that rewards corruption and greed.  “Got this lint in my pocket, plus my landlord knocking at my door, whatever he wants, I don’t got it.” Waking up with a smile to the challenges ahead, Pep has rewarded the patience of all true hip-hop fans with a record that can only be called an instant classic. Songs such as ”Runaway Slave” and “I Know This Pain,” express every artists’ understanding of the long, hard road of the grind whilst struggling to manifest a dream. Lyrics like, “My credit score is a metaphor of a whip scar, I’m ready for war cause peace is a jigsaw,” illustrate the rigmarole. Pep has dug into the trenches and created an album that goes against the grain of pop culture and to position his brand of hip hop as the primary instead of the alternative.
As part of the Hieroglyphics crew and a recently honored member of the Zulu Nation, Pep Love was integrally involved in the creation of the Hieroglyphics albums, “Third Eye Vision” and “Full Circle”, and was featured on the classic Hiero songs, “Make Your Move ft. Goapele”, “Let it Roll”, and “You Never Knew”. In his solo work, he sold over thirty thousand copies of “Ascension” and his video for T.A.M.I. received solid airtime on the major channels. However, the traditional media and record industry business was never the right lane for Pep to travel down. As part of a crew of originators, Pep Love helped to establish the underground hip-hop touring circuit and pioneer music marketing online. He has collaborated with a veritable cornucopia of independent hip-hop artists including Q-Tip, Dilated Peoples. Goapele and Zion I. The Hieroglyphics’ “third eye” logo was deemed the third most recognizable logo in music by Rolling Stone. 

2012 marks the beginning of a wave of new music from Pep, as Rigmarole is slated for release on March 6th. Work has already begun on his next full-length project, Reconstruction, and with a nationwide tour January through March with chart climbing reggae band Rebelution, tour dates with other members of the Hieroglyphics crew and a solo tour in the Fall, don’t expect to ever see Pep Love far away from his microphone, even if it means he is late on that rent payment.
